Reverse sneezing, paroxysmal respiration, pharyngeal gap reflex,
post-nasal drip...so what is it really?

Reverse sneezing, as it is commonly called, has very little to do
with actual sneezing. It is a common phenomenon in dogs,
particularly small breeds. But, larger breed dogs are also often
affected.

What does it look like?

The dog makes rapid, loud, long and forced inspirations. The
dog will often stand with their elbows spread apart, their head
extended and their eyes may even bulge. This frightening scene
can also be accompanied with a loud snorting sound. To those
that have never seen a reverse sneezing episode it may look like
the dog cannot breathe or they have something caught in their
throat. The entire episode can last only a few breaths or up to a
few minutes. The dogs appear normal before and after the ‘attack’.
The dog doesn’t suffer from a loss of consciousness, there is no
collapse and there are no after effects.

What causes reverse sneezing?

There is no one identifiable cause. It can sometimes be attributed
to sinusitis or upper respiratory disorders. These episodes may
occur more frequently if the dog suffers from allergies, especially
environmental ones. The dog may have an actual structural cause
such as an elongated soft palate, some extra pharyngeal tissue or
nasal polyps. Nasal inflammation can also contribute to reverse

sneezing episodes. For some dogs it is more likely to occur in
stressful situations, or in situations here the dog is extremely
excited.

Can you stop it?

For some dogs, it appears that you can halt their episode.
Stimulating the dog to swallow by either massaging the throat or
briefly pinching off the nasal passages sometimes works.
Sometimes a distraction is enough to stop them. If it is determined
that the reverse sneezing episodes are allergy based traditional
treatment usually includes a steroid or an antihistamine or a
combination of both.

The most often used steroid is prednisone and Benedryl is the
most common antihistamine prescribed. An alternative or
naturopathic veterinarian may suggest a course of treatment
including anything to boost the immune system. This may include
feeding araw food diet, and supplementing the dog with vitamins
and minerals including zinc, Vit E, Vit C and EFAs (essential fatty
acids). A probiotic may also be suggested.

If the cause is structural in origin sometimes surgery can be of
benefit. If the dog has an abnormal pharyngeal structure and the
reverse sneezing episodes are accompanied by worse symptoms
that include spasmodic coughing or even loss of consciousness,
surgery may be necessary. This is not common, however. '
Soreverse sneezing is not nearly as serous as it looks. Relax, and
your dog will too.

If you are new to the obedience world on Vancouver
|l sl and y ou have pr o-ba mg
talking about the AIOC and wondered what it was.
Here is the short version.

We, on Vancouver Island, are lucky to have a unique
organization in the obedience world T the
Association of Island Obedience Clubs.. The AIOC
was formed in 1960 to "foster the co-operation and
integration of dog obedience training clubs on
Vancouver Island” and the association's function
was to "act as a clearing house for dates of
proposed trials and track tests."

At the current time there are twelve associated
obedience clubs across the breadth of the island i
four in Greater Victoria (Greater Victoria DOTC,
Lakewood Dog Club, German Shepherd Dog Club
and NOSA), and one each in Mill Bay, Cobble Hill,
Duncan, Nanaimo, Port Alberni, Courtenay, Comox
and Campbell River. Executive responsibility rotates
between the clubs on a bi-annual basis.

Each club is required to hold at least one obedience
trial during the year (referred to as club trials)
utilizing the Canadian Kennel Club performance
rules and legs are earned towards novice, open and
utility titles. Although all scores are reported to the
AIOC executive, it is the responsibility of each club
to track and award degrees to their own members as
they see fit. The 2009 schedule of club trials is
posted on the club bulletin board and the NOSA
website.
